Working pressure

The tap is suitable for both high and low pressure installation. The suggested minimum operating water pressure is 0.5 bar. The
suggested maximum operating water pressure is 5 bar. Where the operating water pressure is above 5 bar, then a pressure

reducing valve must be fitted.

Straightener

Taps are all fitted with a flow straightener for use in low pressure installations.

Please use the key to remove flow straightener from spout if required.

FLOW STRAIGHTENER
Cleaning

Before use: Unscrew the flow straightener and allow the water to run

freely for 5 minutes. Then screw the flow straightener back in place.

Periodically: Unscrew the flow straightener and remove. Rinse it
with running water until any loose debris is cleared.

4: Pull the cartridge and wash it with clean running water.

5: Dry and lightly grease the seals (only use silicone grease)
6: Replace them in turn.

3: Pass the tail of flexible hoses through the hole on the basin from above, and place the mixer in position on the basin, to see if any

4: Slide C-shaped rubber washer onto threaded rod followed by C-shaped metal plate.

5: Slide the fixing nut up the tails and onto the threaded rod.
6: Check that the mixer body is correctly positioned, fully tighten the fixi

ng nut.

7: Connect the water supply pipe to the tail of flexible hoses with the hot water and cold water.
